City Announces New Permanent Housing Opportunities for Victims of Domestic Violence

This fall, Enterprise Senior Vice President Rafael Cestero and Gordon Campbell, CEO of the United Way of New York City, joined Mayor Michael R. Bloomberg to announce policy changes that will make it easier for victims of domestic violence to find permanent, affordable housing.  The changes were recommended by the Task Force on Domestic Violence and Permanent Housing, convened in June 2006.  The Task Force took an in-depth look at the critical housing issues that domestic violence victims and their children face when they are forced to leave their homes.  The Task Force was comprised of 49 government, private, philanthropic and academic stakeholders from the interrelated fields of homelessness, housing and domestic violence.  Enterprise Community Investment Vice President Kirk Goodrich co-chaired the Task Force.
